TO DELETE SECTION 24-28-20(C) OF THE SOUTH CAROLINA CODE OF LAWS, RELATING TO THE TERMINATION OF THE SENTENCING REFORM OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE, TO REESTABLISH THE SENTENCING REFORM OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE; AND TO AMEND SECTION 24-28-30(3)(C) OF THE S.C. CODE, RELATING TO ANNUAL REPORTS, TO MAKE CONFORMING CHANGES.

[bookmark: wa_486e156df]Whereas, the Sentencing Reform Oversight Committee was established by Act 273 of 2010, the Omnibus Crime Reduction and Sentencing Reform Act of 2010; and

[bookmark: wa_f66c795e1]Whereas, Section 24‑28‑20(C) provides that the oversight committee must terminate automatically five years after its first meeting if not reauthorized by a joint resolution prior to that date; and
